 St. Barnabas Center for Ministry, offer-

ing an after-school program & 8-week 

summer day camp in Uptown HBG for 

children ages 7—12.  A variety of ex-

periences allow children to develop 

spiritually, emotionally, physically,  

educationally & socially.  

 Susquehanna Harbor Safe Haven 

houses 65 homeless individuals, in-

cluding a 40-unit overnight section for 

a program previously operated out of 

church basements.
