» Saint Barnabas Center’'s Summer Rainbow Program located uptown is
an 8-week all-day camp for neighborhood children ages 7—12. It's
designed to engage children on many different levels. Through classes
and activities the gospel is made tangible to those who would not
normally have this sort of opportunity.

» Susquehanna Harbor Safe Haven, under construction in Harrisburg,
will house 65 homeless individuals, including a 40-unit overnight
section for a program presently being operated out of church
basements.
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In honor of our 15™ year, we’ve set a goal of raising $15,000. Every effort is
made to have all costs associated with staging the event underwritten
through donations and sponsorships. The various sponsorship levels are
attached, and it is our hope that you’ll consider contributing to one of them.
Together, we can reach this important goal.
